VT FTP Ordering API
This document provides the basic information need to utilize VT’s FTP ordering process.  Currently we only accept XML.
Request XML Format
Refer to the following image as a reference to how the requested XML should be formatted.

Types of requests (Methods)
Use the following values to indicate the type of processing you are requesting.

· GET – The ability to request a list of options or codes available.
· POST – The ability to request the processing of a purchase order.

Options for GET requests (Options)
Use the following values to get a list of them currently available to the requesting account.

· Accessories – Returns the list of accessories

· Backers – Returns the list of backers 
· Carriers – Returns the list of carriers 
· Colors – Returns the list of colors 
· Depths – Returns the list of depths 
· DepthDependencies – Returns the list of depths and their dependencies 
· Miters – Returns the list of miters 
· MiterDependecies – Returns the list of miters and their dependencies
· ProductTypes – Returns the list of product types 
· Projects – Returns the list of currently defined projects 

· ShipTos – Returns the list of currently defined ship-tos 

· Styles – Returns the list of styles 
· Substrates – Returns the list of substrates 

· SubstrateDependencies – Retuns the list of substrates and their dependencies 
Options for POST request  (Options)
· Purchase order – A purchase order with corresponding purchase order lines.  Submitting this will create a customer order for you in VT’s system.
· The “PurchaseOrder” element needs to be added within the “Request” element.

· Here are the elements of the XML that need to be supplied

· Credentials * – Same that is used for VT Online

· Account Number 

· Password

· PurchaseOrderNumber *  – Your internal purchase order number

· RequestedShipDate *  – Your requested ship date

· ShiptoNumber *  – from Shipto GET request or use ‘ONETIME’ for a onetime Shipto that is not defined
· ShiptoName – If ShiptoNumber is ‘ONETIME’ then enter this.

· ShiptoAddress1 – If ShiptoNumber is ‘ONETIME’ then enter this

· ShiptoAddress2 – If ShiptoNumber is ‘ONETIME’ then enter this

· ShiptoCity – If ShiptoNumber is ‘ONETIME’ then enter this

· ShiptoState – If ShiptoNumber is ‘ONETIME’ then enter this

· ShiptoZip – If ShiptoNumber is ‘ONETIME’ then enter this

· ContactName  – Your contact name

· ContactEmail – Your contact email

· ContactPhone – Your contact phone

· SendEmailMessage * – ‘true’ or ‘false’ to get an email with the result (this is case sensitive)
· Carrier – from Carrier GET request

· ProjectNumber – from Projects GET request
· Comments – Purchase order comments

· Accessories (List) 
· LineSequence – Your line sequence

· Quantity * – Quantity requested

· Code * – Code from Accessories GET request

· Style – Style from Accessories GET request

· Substrate - Substrate from Accessories GET request

· Color - Color from Accessories GET request

· Comment – Line comment

· Countertops (List)

· LineSequence – Your line sequence

· Quantity  * – Quantity requested
· Color –  from Color GET request
· ColorDescription – Enter color description if there is no available color code
· Length  *  – from Length GET request

· Style  *   – from Style  GET request
· Product   *  – from ProductTypes GET request
· Depth – from Depth GET request
· SpecialDepthDecimal – Enter depth in decimal if there is no depth code available
· Substrate  * – from Substrate GET request
· Backer   * – from Backer GET request
· Miter   * – from Miter GET request
· BacksplashHeightDecimal –from Length GET request
· UnitPrice – Ignore for now
· Comment – Line comment
*Required

· We will return a list of errors and warnings after submittal.

· If there were no errors and the submittal was successful, we will include your VT order number.
· An * represents a required field.
Credentials

Use the same account number and password used for VT Online
Delivery Methods

Use the following as options for the delivery method parm.

· XML 

· This will put a response to a request, if successful, in the Responses folder

· Send XML

· This will put a response on your FTP site
· VT will need the connection information in order to set this up before it will work

FTP Folder Structure
The following describes the folder structure of VT’s FTP site that will be used for incoming XML requests.  Folders in blue, are for the customer to drop files into.  Folders in teal are for VT to drop files into.  If you are using our Invoicing or ASN integration, you are responsible for picking up the file from the \New folder and are free to do with it as you wish.  Once option would be to utilize our same folder structure that used for Requests coming from you. 
· Requests\New

· This is where new requests need to be dropped by the customer.
· The file name must end in .xml.
· It will be expected to use the following naming structure.

· GET requests

· Start the name of the file with the name of the option requested.

· Example: Colors.xml

· POST requests

· Start the name of the file with PO[po number]

· Example: PO333555.xml
· Requests\InProgress 

· Request file will be moved here by VT while they are being processed

· Requests\Failed 

· Requests that fail will be moved here by VT.
· Another .xml file will show up with the same name, but ending in _message.xml, providing a list of messages with detail of why it failed.

· Requests\Successful

· Requests that are successful will be moved here.
· Responses

· Responses will be saved here if they are successful and the delivery method is XML.
· Invoices\New
· We can turn on XML invoicing for you if requested.

· Invoices will show up in this folder with the following naming convention.

· invYYYYDDMM_[invoice#].xml (ie: inv20141912_178932.xml)

· ASNs\New
· We can turn on XML ASNs for you if requested.  

· ASNs will show up in this folder with the following naming convention.

· asnYYYYMMDD_[shipment#].cml (ie: asn20141912_116789.xml)
